Kapiti Island is New Zealand’s premiere
publicly accessible Nature Reserve,
established in 1897. The world’s largest
population of Little Spotted Kiwi resides
here, as well as several relocated
endemic species such as the K kako,
Brown Teal (P teke), Takah ,
Saddleback (T eke) and Stitchbird (Hihi).
Following the eradication of introduced
predators in 1996, many native species
such as the Kerer , New Zealand Robin
(Toutouwai) and K k riki, which were
formerly struggling for survival on Kapiti
are now thriving.
